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ICC Resolution Issuing Arrest Warrant for Vladimir Putin


A Confirmation on ICC Role in Combating Impunity


As a coordinator of ACICC (the Arab Coalition for the International Criminal Court), which includes more than 60 non-governmental Arab organizations, ACIJLP (The Arab Center for the Independence of the Judiciary and the Legal Profession) welcomes ICC Pre-Trial Chamber resolution issued at March 17, 2023, against Mr. Vladimir Putin and Mrs. Maria Lvova, after being confirmed there were reasonable grounds to believe that every suspect bears responsibility for murders, unlawful deportation of the population of the occupied regions of Ukraine, as war crimes.


ACIJLP believes that the ICC step is a positive act towards promoting international criminal justice, as well as combating impunity, prosecution and accountability for those involved in committing the most critical crimes.


ACIJLP also believes this decision represents a positive step towards overcoming the most critical challenges the court has faced since its inception which is: achieving deterrent effect on perpetrators of the most critical crimes included in the Rome Statute 1998.


It is noteworthy that Russia is one of the first countries to refuse signing Rome Statute issued at the Rome Diplomatic Conference in 1998 to establish the International Criminal Court, and has not yet ratified it.


It is also noteworthy that 13 Arab countries had signed the Rome Statute, namely: Jordan, the Emirates, Bahrain, Algeria, Djibouti, Sudan, Syria, Oman, Comoros, Kuwait, Egypt, Morocco and Yemen while 6 Arab countries did not sign it, namely: Qatar, Lebanon, Iraq, Saudi Arabia, Libya, and Mauritania. However, only 5 of them ratified it, in compliance with the system, namely: Jordan on April 11, 2002, Djibouti on November 25, 2002, Comoros on August 18, 2006, Tunisia on June 24, 2011, and Palestine on April 1, 2015.


In this context, the Arab Center for the Independence of the Judiciary and the Legal Profession renews its call on the governments of Arab countries to expedite ratification and accession to the International Criminal Court, in order to support international criminal justice, and to contribute to combating impunity for perpetrators. ACIJLP also calls on activating the Arab League recommendations regarding issuing model law for countries willing to accede and ratify the Rome Convention establishing the International Criminal Court.
